cost of $266,378.28. So moved.

SUPERVISOR MAHAN:  This is part of the

grant that we received along with the City of

Albany. So, we will not be paying that full

amount. We are paying approximately 20% of

that, which is a lot less. That is split

between Albany City and Colonie, plus the

grant.

MS. GANSLE:  The ayes have it, Madam

Supervisor.

SUPERVISOR MAHAN:  The Resolution is

adopted.

MS. GANSLE:  We have a Resolution

authorizing the Supervisor to execute an

application to the Office of General Services

in connection with the federal surplus

property program.

SUPERVISOR MAHAN:  This is also – we do

this every year because our fourth quarter

tax does not come in until January. We don't

get it in December. So, when it comes in

January, we immediately pay that off. It's a

logistical thing.

MS. GANSLE:  The ayes have it, Madam

Supervisor.

SUPERVISOR MAHAN:  The Resolution is

adopted.
